Do not exceed advertised maximum capacity of a Maurer grain tank extension.

Ensure that any additional bracing and safety equipment have been installed according to this
manual. (Some models do not require additional bracing or safety equipment)

Never exceed the maximum advertised capacity of the grain tank extension. By doing so you
risk damage to the grain tank extension and combine.

PANEL ASSEMBLY

STEP 1:

The base sensor bracket and base light bracket will
need to be removed before any Tip-Up panels can be
assembled to the base extension.

STEP 2:

Assemble the four corner Tip-Up panels to the base
extension corner panels using one 3/8” x 6” hex bolt,
two 5/16” washers and one 3/8” nylon lock nut per hinge.
See figure 4.

STEP 3:

Fasten the original light bracket to the left front Tip-Up
corner panel using one 1/4” x 1/2” serrated flange bolt
and one 1/4” serrated flange nut. See figure 5.

NOTE: Corner Tip-Up panels must be assembled
first to ensure proper fit.

NOTE: DO NOT over tighten nuts and distort
hinge component, but ensure nylon lock nut fully
engages bolt threads.

STEP 4:

ATTENTION: During assembly ensure the following safety decals are located

Assemble the front, rear, and side Tip-Up panels to the extension in the same manner as the corner
panels using one 3/8” x 6” hex bolt, two 5/16” washers, and one 3/8” nylon lock nut per hinge point.

STEP 5:

Once the front, rear, and side panels have been
secured to the extension, fold the panels out-
ward to mate with the four corner panels. Fas-

ten the the joint with one 3/16” lynch pin per joint.

STEP 6.

Align one nylon lanyard with one press rivet and
fasten together. Loop and lock the end of the
lanyard around the ring of the lynch pin and
proceed to pin the panel joint together. See
figure 6.

TANK FULL SENSOR

Mount the tank full sensor to the desired Tip-Up
panel using one 1/4” x 1/2” serrated flange bolt
and one 1/4” serrated flange nut.

GPS BRACKET

Remove the partial cut slugs from the front panel
and fasten the provided GPS bracket to the
outside of the panel using two 5/16” x 3/4”
serrated flange bolts and two serrated flange
nuts. See figure 7.
